Grounds: The 36" General Assembly, on recommendation of the Presbytery Review
Committee, advised all presbyteries to take note of G.10-8B.2a, which requires that a
definite period of time be set for Teaching Elders with out of bounds calls. The Ministerial
Vocation Committee noted that a “definite period of time,” which gives discretion to the
presbyteries, seemed to be inconsistent with the “annual renewal” called for in G.9-6. The
proposed amendment, 1) brings these two passages into alignment, 2) reasonably limits the
length of an out of bounds term to three years (with permission to continue renewable), and
3) gives presbhyteries discretion to set a shorter term if they wish.

Grounds: The Evangelical Presbyterian Church has experienced a season of significant
numerical growth which has, in turn, necessitated an increase in the need for interim pastors.
Currently, the need for interim pastors exceeds the number of candidates available and
willing to serve in these positions. One of the factors that has made it more difficult to attract
qualified Teaching Elders to the role of interim pastor is the deliberate language in Book of
Government G.10-7A that places the interim pastor role outside the category of a "called"
position and instead describes it as an "invitation" from a church session. These invitations
leave interim pastors in a position where they are serving a church but are, at the same time,
without a call. This leads to confusion and may create gaps in an interim pastor’s work
history.

Overture 16-B recommended that the role of interim pastor be established as a call, but
created several unintended consequences and created inconsistencies in the Book of Order.

The Ministerial Vocation Committee (MVC) sought to balance two competing interests. One,
the MVC acknowledged the need to enhance the status of temporary pastors. Two, the MVC
recognized that it would create a substantial administrative burden for presbyteries and
presbytery ministerial committees to examine and receive each of these candidates as though
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they were being called to permanent pastorates and, in some cases, transferring into the
receiving presbytery. Consequently, MVC recommends changing the title of "Interim
Pastor" to "Transitional Pastor" because it more accurately defines the task, and establishes
this role as a "call” from the Session of a church seeking a pastor. These Transitional Pastors
would retain membership in their home presbyteries and, upon approval by Ministerial
Committees, would be introduced to the receiving presbyteries and enrolled as corresponding
members with a voice but no vote.

If the proposed amendment is adopted and ratified:

1) The title “Transitional Pastor” will better communicates the task of the time between

pastors.

2) Teaching Elders on the retired roll may accept a call to serve as a Transitional Pastor

without needing to change presbyteries.

3) Teaching Elders age 70 and above may accept a call to serve as transitional pastors

provided the conditions of G.14-1D are met.
4) Churches that do not want a transitional pastor may still invite a minister to serve as

Stated Supply.

5) Ministers from outside the EPC may serve as Stated Supply pastors without

transferring their ordination to the EPC.

Grounds: If the Assembly approves the proposed amendment to G.10-7, then this
amendment to G.9-5A is needed for internal consistency. Questions have arisen as to
whether the Presbytery must approve calls to Assistant Pastors. The proposed member
makes explicit that all calls to Teaching Elders must be approved by the Presbytery.

Recommendation #13 [MVC 37-6]

Referred to Ministerial Vocation

That if the proposed amendment to G.10-7 is approved, the Assembly authorize the
Ministerial VVocation Committee to oversee the training, certification, and ongoing support

of Transitional Pastors.

Grounds: The transitional task, spelled out in the Procedure Manual for Ministerial and
Candidates Committees (chapter 11) is complex and those Teaching Elders leading
congregations through transition need specialized training. Such training has already begun
on a pilot basis. This recommendation formalizes the process and gives oversight to an
appropriate Permanent Committee of the Assembly.

Recommendation #26 [PRC 37-1]

That the Assembly approve the responses of the Presbyteries (Attachments PRC-A through
PRC-K) to exceptions issued by the 36" General Assembly except for the Florida
Presbytery (see #2 below), with the following comments:

1. Presbytery of the Alleghenies (Attachment PRC-A)
a. While the Presbytery acknowledged insufficient information in the minutes, there
was no motion to correct the Minutes. A template for recording corrections to
approved minutes is in the Guidelines for Minutes per Act of Assembly 00-11).

b. Composition and actions of Administrative Commissions must be shown in the
Minutes after the actions are taken by the Commission. It is not sufficient to only
note that Commission Minutes are on file (G.21-1A.2).

2. Presbytery of Florida (Attachment PRC-C, response #2)
The court itself appoints Commissions, not an officer of the Court. Book of
Government 21-1A.1 is the guiding authority, and Act of Assembly 91-05 is a
specific example of what is prohibited, namely, a Committee appointing an
Administrative Commission. The same prohibition would extend to the Court
authorizing the Moderator to appoint an Administrative Commission. In its response,
the Presbytery defended its practice by citing the example of General Assembly
Moderators appointing Administrative Commissions. This is incorrect. The
Moderator of the General Assembly has been authorized to appoint members to Ad
Interim Committees, but never has been authorized to appoint members to an
Administrative Commission.

3. Presbytery of the Pacific (Attachment PRC-I)

a. Bullet 2, Notations Requiring Response: The Presbytery’s response did not
address the issue raised by the Presbytery Review Committee. A motion to
suspend the examination stops the exam. A subsequent motion to approve the
exam is still necessary, but is regularly absent from the Minutes. More properly,
the first motion should be to arrest (stop) the exam. “Suspend” implies that the
exam is paused and may be resumed later.

b. Bullet 3, Notations Requiring Response: Important actions by the Presbytery
required by the constitution, such as dissolving and approving calls, should be
stated explicitly rather than left to inference.

c. Bullet 4, Notations Requiring Response: It is common practice among
presbyteries for Minutes to list the churches represented by Ruling Elders who are
part of Administrative Commissions. Minutes are subject to review by the higher
court and should clearly indicate that constitutional requirements, such as the
number of churches represented on an Administrative Commission, have been
followed rather than requiring requests for additional documentation.
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Recommendation #27 [PRC 37-2]

That, due to the change in leadership of the Presbytery of the Southeast in early 2017, that
the deadline to respond to exceptions and notations issued by the 36" General Assembly be
extended to December 31, 2017.

Recommendation #28 [PRC 37-3]

That the Minutes of the Presbytery of the Alleghenies be approved with the following
exceptions and general advice: *

Exceptions

1. 20th Meeting, 20-17C (p. 424) - Actions of Administrative Commissions are required
to be recorded in the Minutes (G.21-1A.2).

There should be an explicit reference in the Minutes to a candidate preaching to fulfill the
requirement of G.12-2D and that the Presbytery acted to approve the preaching as
adequately expounding the Word of God effectively.

That the Minutes of the Presbytery of the Central South be approved with the following
commendations: *

The Presbytery of the Central South is commended for:

1. Its quality in-service times.

2. Taking offerings to help defray costs for those commissioners in need of travel
assistance.

Recommendation #30 [PRC 37-5]

That the Minutes of the Presbytery of the East be approved with the following exceptions
and commendations:

77th Meeting, 77.14 (p. 740) — Administration Commission to install TE Jernigan
does not have a 2:1 ratio of RE to TE. If one of the TE’s had been designated as a
“corresponding member” of the Commission, the TE could be part of the installation
service and the ratio would have been met.

78th Meeting, 78-11 (p. 752) - Presbytery improperly authorized the Moderator of
Presbytery to establish Administrative Commissions for Ordination/Installation. This
action was cited by the 36th General Assembly as an exception to Act of Assembly
91-05 and G.21-1A.2, which was deemed to be inadequate.

78th Meeting, 78-18 (p. 755-756) - Rev. Staton’s call as Assistant Pastor does not
state duration of call and area(s) of primary responsibility. Rules for Assembly 1X 9-
12 G.8; G.10-6A

78th Meeting, 78-18 (pp. 754-755) - Prechter’s approved out of bounds call does not
state a definite duration for the call (G.10-8B.2a).

78th Meeting (p. 745) — RE Montes should be listed in the RE column, not the TE
Column. Commissioned Pastors are not ongoing members of Presbytery and need to
be elected as a Ruling Elder Commissioners by their Sessions. Commissioned Pastors
should not be counted as Teaching Elders for parity.

77.12 p. 738; 78-11 (p. 752); 78-18 (p. 755); 79.07-08 (pp. 763-764) - Churches
represented by Ruling Elders on Administrative Commissions are not listed in the
Minutes, so it is not possible to determine if those Commissions were properly
constituted. Churches represented by Ruling Elders should be part of the Minutes.

Recommendation #32 [PRC 37-7]

That the Minutes of the Presbytery of the Great Plains be approved with the following
exceptions, general advice and commendations: *

Exceptions
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1. 7th Meeting, 07:14 (p. 314/07) - The Executive Council, appointed as an
Administrative Commission, does not meet membership requirements for a
Commission (G.2-1C.2)

2. 9th Meeting, 09:11E-9 (p. 349) — Administrative Commission for the Installation of
TE Spencer does not meet the minimum number of members. Five members is the
minimum. (G.2-1C.2).

General Advice

Some Teaching Elders listed as without call who have been so for over 2 years.
Presbytery should move those to the associate member roll as required by G.19-2B.1a.
Presbytery may also consider moving them to inactive status if appropriate.

The Presbytery of the Great Plains is commended for:

Its practice of allowing space for personal sharing by Presbyters, such as Chaplain Rash
(8:15, page 336), and the Moderator’s sabbatical experience (9:07, 3, page 346). This
allows for deeper connection within the family of God’s people.

Recommendation #33 [PRC 37-8]

That the Minutes of the Presbytery of the Gulf South be approved with the following
exceptions and commendation: *

1. 5th Meeting, 5.25.4 (p.13) — Composition of the Administrative Commission to
install Christ Presbyterian Church has three Ruling elders and three Teaching elders.
Administrative Commissions are to be composed of Teaching Elders and Ruling
Elders in proportion as near to two Ruling Elders to one Teaching Elder as possible
(G 21-1C.2). Also, no mention is made of which churches the Administrative
Commission members represent.

2. 6th Meting, 6.26 (p. 28) - Date and time for the installation is not mentioned.
Membership of Administrative Commission to install TE Josh Cole does not meet
constitutional requirement (G.13-1A.1; G.21-1C.2)

3. 7th Meeting, 10.5 (pp. 22-25) — Minutes record a slate of nominees, but do not record
the action taken by the Presbytery to elect or not elect those on the slate (Rules for
Assembly 9-12G.3; G.19-5C).

4. Tth Meeting, 7.10 (p. 25) - The action adopted by Presbytery to invite RE
Commissioned Pastors to attend Presbytery as voting members is out of order.
Commissioned Pastors are Ruling Elders and, as such, are elected as commissioners
to Presbytery by their Local Church Sessions (G.19-2A.4).

5. 7th Meeting, 7.21.1 (second #1 on the page). The call to TE Bryan Rhodes to serve as
Associate Pastor does not state the primary area(s) of responsibility (G.10-5).

The Presbytery of the Gulf South is commended for:
Its short-term mission trip to Beirut, Lebanon which ministered to refugees from Syria
and others in the area.

Recommendation #34 [PRC 37-9]
That the Minutes of the Presbytery of Mid-America be approved with the following
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commendations: *

The Presbytery of Mid-America is commended for:

1. Its prayer time at the beginning of the Presbytery meetings.

2. Its resource time at each Presbytery meeting.

3. Adding quality to the meeting through the well-done work of the Thanks Committee.

There appears to be an assumed
succession of office without election, contrary to G.19-3A, which mandates the
election of the Moderator (the Moderator “shall be elected”).

3. All meetings. Minutes have no record of Ordinands or Transferees upon successful
examination signing the Ministerial Obligation Form. All TEs must subscribe prior to
being received (G.19-4B.4).

That the Minutes of the Presbytery of the Midwest be approved with the following
exception and commendation:

Minutes for 2016 have no record of report of the work of the Ministers of the Word
(G.21-2D.1.e)

The Presbytery of the Midwest is commended for:

Its fostering of connection and mutual support through the practice of frequent
opportunities for 30-minutes ‘small group prayer’ throughout meetings, as well as open-
mic sharing by Pastors.

Recommendation #37 [PRC 37-12]
That the Minutes of the Presbytery of the Pacific be approved with the following exceptions
and commendations: *

Exceptions:

No names or the churches represented on Administrative Commissions to
Ordain/Install listed for the following: Ron Musch, (14-17), Rev Steven Seng (14-24),
Rev. Jose Figueroa (14-25), David Pack. (15-14), Dennis Tarr (15-30), Nathan
Moser, (16-22), and Administrative Commissions to examine/install officers/receive
congregations for Community Presbyterian Church of Onalaska, WA (16-41),
Woodland Presbyterian Church (16-43), Covenant Community Church (15-18), Alder
Presbyterian Church (16-39), New Hope Presbyterian Church (15-27). The
Commission for the installation of Tyler Scott has the names of the members of the
Commission, but not of the churches they represent. (15-16). Omitting of names of
Commission members and churches represented makes it impossible to verify from
the official record that constitutional requirements for the composition of
Administrative Commissions have been met (G.21-1C.2).

14th Stated Meeting, 14-17 (p.403) - Minutes record a call to TE Musch as
“Executive Pastor.” There is no such office in EPC. The call should be as Associate
Pastor with specific responsibilities (G.10-5, 6).

14th Stated Meeting, 14-17 (p. 403) and 14-25 (p. 407)p 15th Stated meeting, 15-14
(p. 434), 15-27 (p. 437), 15-30 (p. 439); 16th Stated Meeting, 16-19 (p. 457), 16-22 -
Presbytery did not address exceptions to the Westminster Confession and Catechisms
for Musch or Figueroa, Pack, Huusko, Tarr, Masciola, and Moser (G.12-4).

14th Stated Meeting, 14-17 (p. 403) - TE Musch did not sign the Ministerial
Obligation Form, which is a requirement to be received into membership (G.19-4B.4)

The Presbytery of the Pacific is commended for:

Minutes would be more clear if
there is specific motion included to sustain an exam rather than only record a motion to
enroll the TE in the Presbytery (e.g., 108:19, p.12-038 para.12).

The Presbytery of the West is commended for:

1. Its practice of allowing Candidates to give updates on their progress. It is encouraging
for all, and encourages connection.

2. The encouragement that comes from its passion for church planting.

3. Providing a person dedicated to “member care” of the presbytery.

Recommendation #41 [PRC 37-16]

1. Presbyteries are providing opportunities for candidates to preach as part of the
examination process.

Executive Committee will select the
General Membership according to
skills needed to run the ministry.
These General members will serve
two year terms, with a maximum of
three full or partial terms. After
three terms, General Members are
ineligible for re-election for one
year.

The Chair of the Women’s Resource
